Pastor’s Page
from Pastor Darren Paulson

Last spring, in my Pastor’s Page, | used as an illustration a kite that had been snagged in the limbs of
the tree in our back yard — and promised that what goes up will eventually come down. It was a
stretch, but | had used it as an image of Christ getting entangled upon the tree of the cross (we live in
a perilous world) and the eventuality of the resurrection had proven the power of God’s love for not just the Son, but the
world.

Well, having experienced all four seasons of the year, the kite is STILL up in that tree! Regularly, it catches my eye as |
look out our second floor bathroom window. Every day, | wonder, “How much longer...” How much longer? Thatis a
guestion that I've heard lately.

“How long will | have to endure this pain?”

“How long will this hardship go on?”

“When will this end so that | can experience joy again?”

“If God gives us no more trouble than we can bear...then God must have an unrealistic confidence in me.”

We too are subject to the perils of this world ...we are kites in a forest of trees. So, what do we do when we’re caught up
and strung out and undone? | have many favorite passages in the Bible — but some of my most cherished are the
Psalms of Lament, the book of Lamentations and the prophets. Here is God’s Word at its most honest. It offers a voice
that gives us permission to acknowledge the reality of suffering — something so contrary to our culture that is obsessed
with pleasantries.

Additionally, scripture brings us into a community of others who know and understand — we’re not isolated in our
brokenness. More than a community, but we are welcomed by a God who not only understands, but joins us in the
tangle and rests with us a while — giving us the gift of hope, faith, patience and endurance.

In this season of Lent, we gather for worship to hear God’s Word; we linger to share some refreshment — not a lot, but

enough; we join in honest conversation — with an old friend or someone new; we rest in the presence of God’s and of
one another. May God abide deeply within you in these days as we move toward the resurrection of our Lord.
